Ideal candidates demonstrate academic leadership characteristics as
well as a desire to increase their knowledge of mathematics, science, and/or
education. Students selected for the program will receive scholarship money and
training in order to prepare them for a four year required commitment to teaching
in schools that classify as an area of high need.
